Senator Young, one of the sponsors of SB 442 - Ban Fracking - was asked again
ask what we could do to move these bills. Matt, her aide, said to focus on the
House Members and keep calling. I asked what else to do and he said to keep
calling - So, everyone keep calling - Flood those phone lines-Demand that we keep
our drinking water safe and move these bills forward. It's OK to leave messages on
the calls, those messages will be logged.

Thus, we're resending the information to call on HB 451. Call, at least, President
Negron and Senators Miller and Young on SB 442 so they know we want those bills
moved.

If you haven't heard, the Ban Fracking Bills are considered dead as the
House Majority Leader, Rep. Rodrigues, has pulled HB 451 saying a
study on the safety of fracking must be done before Florida Bans
Fracking to avoid law suits from owners of private lands. Senate
Sponsor, Young, of the companion bill, SB 442, states this isn't a
concern.

NEVADA 38™ STATE TO RATIFY THE EQUAL RIGHTS AMENDMENT
Nevada’s State Assembly voted 28-14 to ratify the Equal Rights
Amendment on Monday, March 20. This leaves only 2 states of 38 needed

to finish the ratification process. Senator Pat Spearman, a Las Vegas
Democrat, was the chief sponsor. She previously tried to move the
measure in 2015. “We did it. It was overwhelming but we did it. It shows
that it's never too late to support equality,” the LA Times reported.

The Equal Rights Amendment in its original language was written by
Alice Paul and introduced in Congress in 1923, after the 19" Amendment
granting voting rights to women was ratified in 1920. Paul was largely
responsible for the final successful voting rights campaign. She led a group
who, among other things, chained themselves to the White House gates,
were jailed, and were force-fed.

Congress passed a revised version of the Equal Rights Amendment
in 1972, and for virtually the first time, set a deadline by which it must be
ratified.
